» Each student needs to register for 7 bells!

Health (.5)
PE (.25) must have parent sports exemption form signed to opt-out

Registration Process

» Students have current teachers sign what
classes they are recommended to take
2/2/22-2/6/22

» Please remember that NCAA Eligibility Center
courses must be college prep classes or
honors to meet eligibility standards.

» Students meet with a counselor one-on-one
to go over their class choices. (2/7 and 2/8)

> If the parent does not agree with course
recommendations, they can submit a “Petition
to Upgrade” when they meet with the HS
counselor. “Petition to Upgrade” forms can
be found in the Jr School guidance office or
you can print one at home.
