3 credits Foreignh Language (or 2 years each of 2 separate
languages)

GPA of 3.5 (UNWEIGHTED)
CT score of 27 or SAT score of 1280

Common Registration Questions

» Do | have to take the AP test if | have an AP class?

- Yes. You will be charged for the test through your
school fees at the beginning of the year.

» Can | schedule a Study Hall?

- No (Study Hall may be scheduled for you as needed,
after you receive your schedule, you can contact
your counselor before May 22"d to add a study hall)

» Can | retake a class that | have already passed?
- At this time, the only classes that are
available for duplicate credit are Band,

Choir, Contemporary World Issues, Journalism, and
TV Production & Broadcast.
