*New STUDENT cases for Sept. 27 — Oct. 3: 13 (6 HS, 3JS, 1 MWE, 3 HE)

last year, we will do this by grade, then building to start. It is important that families are prepared for either scenario. When there is universal masking in
schools, students do not miss face to face instruction due to quarantine.
